2. Workshop/Training school proposals

NOTE: Media Strategy (Jorge)
The proposal is to avoid two things:

1. That our work remains autonomous

2. The lack of a real impact on society/ the people living in the places. 

This can be done by adding another layer in each project > adding a media strategy. How to activate the local media channels!? Rather than going (only) to major/municipalities etc. more awareness can be generated or activated with a media strategy. This reaches probably more locals. Think of: Newspapers, tv, radio, journalists, films, social media community etc. 
Try to be multifaceted > you need to be able to play with everyone. So, in the strategy multiple local municipality media should be incorporated. How this works is for each context different. It is important to adjust the work constantly with the media strategy. Not try to write some small paragraph at the end. It is not that we make something sexy enough to capture attention, it should be a plan. 
*To foster this process, we will have to organize a meeting with all the workshop/training school organizers only about media strategy. 
A. Osijek @ Sonja  - TRAININGSCHOOL
Spatial temporal narratives and the Urban experience 

Theoretical orientated. 

4 hours of lectures. 

2 novels (female authors from 2 different times, both chronical experience the everyday life of Osijek)

It is a walk + readings. 

Lecture on Space in literature. 

· When: Early Spring (march, April, May (would be best to get easy access to the town)) 

· Duration:  2 days and 3 nights. 160 euros flat rate. 
· Host: University of Osijek
Content wise it is interesting! Linked to Tallinn and the myths here, in Osijek sounds very good literary connected. 

It would be nicer to have some more time. E.g. 2,5 days or 3 days. Another half day to wrap-up.

B. Tampere @ Dalia - WORKSHOPS
Methods day – related to the activating part of the WG3 webinar. This workshop has a special interested toward oral stories. 

The site: the building complex of Hiedanranta. 

Three days hands-on work. 

· Day 1 methods to gather all the stories. Gather the voices

· Day 2 methods to analyze the stories. Put in practice the analytical methods. 
· Day 3 methods how to present

Non-hierarchical, so everyone needs to be involved in the work. 

The university has a space at the Hiedanranta which we will be used all the time. There are different kind of buildings which are very interesting to analyze. 

· Duration: 3 days

· When: Planned around June. Wednesday, Thursday, Friday 
· Host: University of Tampere
To consider which methods brought in by the participants are practical or not will be done through a preselection. 
C. Skopje Slobodan – workshop + training school 
Inspired by a cultural cooperation which brings certain qualities back to specific redundant buildings/areas. They use the narratives of the inhabitants and create a performance based on the values of the building. Authorities often don’t know what to do with the space. 
We want to be part of their third project: the old post office building (very brutalist building). An old public building van the \60 but currently in decay. 
Participants: is custom made for COST and the students from Skopje. Students from other universities are also welcome.  
· Duration: The workshop will 3 days. 
· When: June or September. The idea will be developed for 3 more days.

· Hosts: the city of Skopje and the faculty of architecture. For the site they pick the building itself. 
Discussion point is to have an art performance at the end of the first day as this would cost money. If not!? Then they will just give a presentation and, they are willing to help and tutor. 

A possible outcome for the project would be to write scenarios for the building incorporating the three major concept of this action (meaningfulness seems most fitting). By reading the place new programs for this building could be explored.  
D. Queering culture, writing the city – workshop Marko Jobst

REACTION:
· He has a clear method and wants to do a workshop with this.

· The story of troy is a bit redundant so it is maybe better to pick one of the other texts proposed. Besides, he must narrow it down to two texts. 
· What is clear and good is that he proposes a local organizer and an idea of a walk as starting point for a photographic exhibition. 
F. Lived Stories: Mapping homelessness in Potsdam – Research and Community development Circle

REACTION:

· Seems very interesting and also already has a clear target. 
· We will ask to provide a better program. 

· Potsdam is perfect, almost berlin, but fine. 

G. Trencin City Centre urban visions versus reality, SLOVAKIA
REACTION:
· This proposal is much more unclear. No clear target group and no clear goal and program. 

· Maybe ask to pick one of the two with the suggesting that the previous one is better. For Porto she just must develop further. Let’s see if she can bring it to another level.

· It would be good to take one of the proposals and develop this one further.

· The old Abattoir is an interesting space, but it doesn’t focus on the on the number of days we set of a training school/workshop.

When we come together at Porto, we will decide of the amount of trainingschool as we need to send the budget plan to Brussels a couple of days after. 
Next step > how to connect this to the STSM’s. 
· We could link a STSM call to the city. For example, a participant could come earlier and then already start with some archival work. This could already be initiated by the hosts of the trainingschools/workshops. 

· Other option would be that some participants develop the project/research further after a trainingschool/workshop.
